
 
 
 

JUNIOR RIDER LESSONS 
The stable will no longer conduct Junior Rider 

classes on Saturday morning. We will add one 
additional assistant to the Sunday afternoon 
sessions to accommodate the Saturday riders who 
must change times. 

While the per-lesson cost is not changing, there 
are some other changes in these classes. 
Beginning in April you will be charged by the month 
at the rate of $15.00 times the number of Sundays 
in the month.  

Junior Riders who miss a lesson time will be 
allowed one $15. credit per month to be applied to 
the next month's charges, as long as we are 
notified by no later than 11 A.M. on the day of their 
absence. They will also be allowed a $15.00 credit 
for all lessons that are cancelled by the stable. If 
you discontinue lessons in the middle of a month 
there will be no refund for the remainder of the 
month. If you discontinue lessons, all credits 
earned become void.

Wear Green, Bring Green is our St. Patrick’s 
Day fun event for Pre-Advanced and Advanced 
riders. We ask them to wear something green and 
bring a dollar bill to their lesson. Each rider who 
participates places a small piece of paper between 
their knee and the saddle at the beginning of their 
lesson.

ACADEMY/LEDGES SHOW INFO 
The UPHA Chapter 10 Spring Academy Horse 

Show is scheduled for Saturday and Sunday, April 
12 and 13. The Saturday show is for walk-trot-
canter riders and it starts at 10:00 a.m. Sunday’s 
show begins at 9:00 a.m. and is limited to walk and 
trot riders. 

We have the largest group of riders attending 
this show that we have taken for several years. The 

show is held at Indian Hills Stable in Gilberts, IL 
and there is no charge for spectators. Take Randall 
Road north to Big Timber Road (2 or 3 miles north 
of U.S. 20). Turn left (west) on Big Timber and 
continue west. Cross IL Rt. 72 and you will see the 
stable just ahead on your right and down a long 
driveway. 

While this show is limited to Academy riders it is 
still interesting and educational to observe. It is held 
indoors but the stable is not heated, so dress for 
outdoors. 

Our next show will be the Chapter 10 Spring 
Horse Show to be held at the Ledges Sporting 
Horse Complex near Roscoe, IL 

It looks as though we will have a fairly large 
number of students and horses traveling to this 
show on April 26 & 27, 2008. 

This show is all indoors and offers many 
interesting classes. Admission is free for those who 
want to come and watch and it is easy to get to the 
Ledges. We will post our schedule and directions 
about a week ahead of the show.

OAK STREET PROJECT 

The Village of North Aurora has announced its plans 
to widen Oak Street to three lanes between Adams 
Street and Acorn Drive. There will always be one lane 
open during the reconstruction project which is 
scheduled to begin on April 14 and be completed by 
October 3 of this year. 

Mike Glock, Public Works Superintendent, has told 
us that work will begin on the north side of the street with 
the installation of new storm sewers. The top of the hill 
just east of our driveway will be shaved down to provide 
better visibility and the new lane will be a continuous turn 
lane to allow left and right turns. 

Glock said that we will always have access in and out 
of our drive. A public meeting will be held April 2 to give 
all residents the opportunity to see the project details. As 
we receive more information we will keep everyone 
posted. 

Unfortunately, the much needed traffic light at the 
intersection of Oak and Rt. 31 is not scheduled for 
installation until 2012.
