Make-ups for beginners are at a premium.
Our program is full, we have a horse laid up
and the number of lessons each horse can
give per day is limited, particularly in hot
weather.

We do
suggest you attend your lessons as regularly
as possible.

The stable does cancel some lessons for
shows and related activities, but many of our
students take lessons in order to be able to
attend shows.
