She has
won a number of season high point awards over the
years, including an IASPHA Academy season award fo
Allison Jordan. She showed successfully in Stock Seat
classes for Rebecca Martin and in Showmanship In
Hand classes for many riders over most of the years sh
has been with us. Her two children also ended up
moving to our stable where they, too, have been very
successful.

She has been in more classes in the Stable Shows
than almost any other horse we have owned showing in
western, english, halter, musical rides, bareback,
costume, endless showmanship and obedience classes
and anything else we have asked her to do.

She has gone to most of the parades since we beg
attending them.

She went to a birthday party at the home of a
former student and we decided, as they had a large poq
in their back yard, it would be difficult to get her out the
same way she came into the property, so she walked u
on their back porch, in the kitchen door, through the
living room and out the front door.

She also wenhto West Aurora High School so
that two former students could use her for a project.

In 2008 she went to 7 parades, 8 outside shows, 2
stable shows, was part of almost all of the Park District

classes, student parties and camps and Girl Scout Badge

days PLUS she gave 284 lessons.
