At 10 am all
attendees left on a field trip to several local training
stables.

Saturday evening, our entire group attended the
gala ball with a great meal, interesting videos and
award presentations and music by a live band.

HORSE SHOWS

We have seventeen riders signed up to attend
shows with the stable this season. There is one
special event at most of the shows we attend which is
open to both riders and non-riders.

Junior Judging is a program open to both youth
and adults. You choose four events and fill out a
score card with your top four choices in each class
that you judge. Your placings are compared with the
official ones and you receive a point score based on
how close you come to matching the judge’s placings.

Some of the shows allow you to judge from center
ring and some judges will talk to you briefly about why
they placed each horse. This is a very good
educational tool for anyone who shows or plans to do
so in the future.

Our first horse show of the season will be the
Indiana American Saddlebred Horse Association
Warm-Up Show on March 21 & 22 in Cloverdale, IN.

We will be taking six horses for Robin Lamb,
Allison Jordan, Lissy Wedell, Kristin Rhodes, Amanda
Isoda and Amanda, Brooklyn and Riley Glavach.

All riders should be busy deciding in which shows
and classes they wish to enter, as there are five more
horse shows coming up in the not too distant future.
The first weekend in April is the Spring Academy
Show held at Indian Hills Stable in Gilberts, IL. We
have several at home activities the following two
weekends and then there are four weekends in a row
of horse shows.

The Ledges Sporting Horse Complex in Roscoe, IL
will be the site of the Spring Chapter 10 Show on April
25" and 26",

The following weekend is the Student Show at
home. ALL current students are eligible to ride in this
show and sign-up sheets are in the Viewing Room.
Please sign up soon, as we must order ribbons by the
end of March.

May 9" and 10™ are the dates for the Spring
IASPHA Show in Belvidere, IL and the Mid-States
Morgan Horse Club Open Show is scheduled for May
16" and will be held at the Fox Valley Saddle Club
grounds near Hampshire, IL.

Each of these away shows has a variety of classes
that will suit almost all of the Huntoon students who



have signed up to attend shows in 2009. They all offer
free admission and seating and would be of interest to
any of our students to watch, even if they are not
participating in them. They are both fun and
educational and our riders always like the support of
their friends.

ATTIRE

If you need new jods or boots from our Horses R
Us store, place your order soon. We will send an
order to our supplier on March 9" or 10" and then
again on March 23".

If you have used jods or boots that you want to
sell, you may place them in the Viewing Room and
mark them with your name and the price you want. If
you have a suit or higher priced items that you want to
place on consignment with Horses R Us, we will list
them on the store’s web site. There is a 10%
commission charged on these items when they sell —
no fee if they do not sell.

SCHOLARSHIPS
Since 1991, the American Saddlebred Horse
Association has awarded more than $200,000 in
scholarships to youth involved with Saddlebreds.
Each year, ASHA recognizes its members in grade 11

or higher, age 21 and under, on the basis of academic
success, financial need, extracurricular activities,
including community service, involvement with
American Saddlebred horses and personal
references.

Four general scholarships of $5,000 are awarded,
as well as the Youth-to-Youth Scholarship which is
funded by donations and guaranteed to $5,000 by the
Association. There is also one $2,500
scholarship funded by the American Saddlebred
Association of Alabama.

Scholarships are awarded only to high school
graduates or those students whose graduation is
imminent. Applications must be received by April 30
of the year in which the applicant wishes to receive
the scholarship. The scholarship money will be paid
directly to the institution, university, college or trade
school for post-secondary educational expenses.

Six Huntoon Stables’ students have been
scholarship winners since the program began.
