WINTER RIDING
APPAREL
Now that cold
weather is here, it

is time to start

wearing layers

when you come to

ride. They help
keep you warm
when you are not
active and you can easily
remove one or two layers when you ride and
replace them when you finish riding.

Tall socks will help keep your legs warm,
even tights or long underwear in real cold
weather. Short, lightweight golf socks are not
winter apparel.

Gloves are a must. Cotton riding gloves or
even brown cotton garden gloves ($.99) work
well. Leather is colder in winter and thick
gloves obstruct rein handling.

Turtlenecks help a lot while riding and long
shirts, tucked in, keep the cold breeze from
going up your back. A winter coat over a tee
shirt is not suitable for a winter sport, even
though we are indoors.

In the more extreme cold, thin ear warmers
will fit under your helmet.
